Vaccines for the Uninsured or Underinsured

Flu vaccines are widely available in Durham County at primary care, pediatric and many non-surgical
specialty clinics; the Durham County Department of Public Health; and pharmacies. Those without
health insurance can get flu shots at most of these locations. Costs vary.

Vaccines for the Insured

Most insured patients are required to be covered by their health insurance plan without a copayment.
However, patients should check with their insurance company to find out if they must go to a specific
location to receive the vaccine. VA medical facilities offer no- cost flu shots to Veterans enrolled in VA
health care. If you have any questions, contact your health plan’s insurance company.
